2. The term of officers shall be extended to two years starting the calendar year 2006 to avoid the elections every year and utilize the experienced administration for another year for GWTCS benefit. The following new officers shall be elected starting the Calendar year 2006 In addition to existing officers A) Joint Secretary, B) Cultural Secretary, C) Joint Treasurer, D) Vice President (Youth).   There will be a total of 6 elected board of directors.  Elections are held every 2 years for a term lasting four (4) years, on a rotation system.  All Board of Directors and officers are expected to attend executive committee meeting and stay in good standing. If any member of the Executive committee is absent three times continuously from Executive committee meeting or more than 50% of meetings during his or term, it is considered that the person is inactive for the services of GWTCS and is no more in an elected position of GWTCS. The Executive Committee is authorized to appoint another GWTCS member for the remainder of the term if a person becomes inactive based on attendance.

3. The Election Date shall be announced in the GWTCS Ugadi newsletter biannually.   The upcoming elections must include the following information:  listing of all open position and announcement for submission of nominations, name of election officer elected by the executive committee, name(s) of continuing term of existing board of directors, due date(s) and deadline(s) for nomination and for seconding the nomination, date by which the nominations must be received by the election officer, and all paperwork and documentation that must be submitted for proper nomination. 

 

The Election Officer shall Publish the list of nominations received, candidates elected unopposed (unanimous) and status of multiple nominations received for election for remaining position 2 weeks before the elections in a news letter and on the website. The Election Officer shall not divulge the list of candidates to anyone prior to the posting on the GWTCS website.   The last day for signing up to be a member of GWTCS function shall be at the Ugadi function of that year.  No extensions should be granted under any circumstances.  The members of GWTCS registered until the Ugadi day of the election year are eligible to vote.  The Secretary of GWTCS shall submit the Membership list to the Election Officer 45 calendar days prior to the election date and also posted on the web site same time.  The Election Officer shall not be a member of the Board or Executive Committee Member of GWTCS.  The GWTCS Secretary shall notify the membership of the date, time, and place of the election at least 15 calendar days prior the Election Date by mail and email. 
 

On the Day of the Election, 2 minutes per candidate shall be set aside so that the candidates will have the opportunity to address the GWTCS voting members present in the audience.  The Election Officer shall ensure that only the votes from the Current GWTCS membership list are counted.  Counting of votes shall be conducted in the presence of representatives from all the candidates. In case no nominations are received for any posts prior to the closing of the nominations, the Election Officer shall seek nominations from the floor. 
 

GWTCS or the Election Officer shall not provide GWTCS membership phone/email lists to any candidates.  GWTCS shall set aside at least 30 minutes at the Polling place for the election related activities.  There shall be one vote for Single membership and two votes, one each for husband and wife of a family membership for all voting purposes. He or she must present at the General Body meeting to get a ballot and vote to the choice of their candidate. GWTCS email addresses and website shall not be used for campaign and/or commercial purposes.   General Body meeting shall be conducted during July / August of every year.

Thereafter, said proposals shall be discussed in either a regularly scheduled General Body meeting or a specially set General Body meeting, called by the GWTCS, and shall be subject to approval by a simple majority of the General Body.
